IO-Link is the first globally standardized IO technology (IEC 61131-9) that communicates from the controller down to the lowest automation
level. This universally applicable interface is a fieldbus-neutral point-to-point connection which uses standard unshielded cables. I10-Link
sends all the sensor and actuator signals to the controller and in turn carries controller data to the sensor/actuator level with revolutionary
consequences.

It is possible to have I0-Link device of two different type: 10-Link Class A and IO-Link Class B. ADFweb.com’s converters can manage both
of them in relation to the product code selected.

IO-LINK CLASS A:

I0-Link Class A devices uses 4 pins on connectors and the input power required can be up to 200mA. These devices are normally sensors
and actuators that don’t require high input power.

The Ethernet connection must be made using Connector5 of HD67863-A1 with at least a Category 5E cable. The maximum length of the
cable should not exceed 100m. The cable has to conform to the T568 norms relative to connections in cat.5 up to 100 Mbps. To connect the
device to an Hub/Switch is recommended the use of a straight cable, to connect the device to a PC/PLC/other is recommended the use of a

cross cable.

+ In the field "Pin 4 Mode” the mode of the pin 4 of the I0-Link device is defined (if “lo-Link” is selected, a file IODD is needed);
+ If the field "Read Pin 2” is checked, the pin 2 of the IO-Link device is read;

+ In the field "Vendor” the vendor of the I0-Link device is defined;

+ In the field "Device” the name of the I0-Link device is defined;

+ In the field "FileName” the name of the I0ODD file inserted is defined;
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By clicking on “Insert IODD"”, the window “10-Link IODD Catalog” appears (Fig. 6). This section is used to select an I0-Link device. By

clicking on "Add IODD" it is possible to add a new IODD file (the extension must be .xml).
